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Editorial Note

The Forum beginning today has been planned
for some years now. It is the end of the first
cycle of the Epidauros Summer Course, organ-
ised by the European Network of Research and
Documentation of Performances of Ancient
Greek Drama for the last five years. The
Forum is a reunion of students who have par-
ticipated in all the summer courses from 2002
to 2006, and who have attended the lectures
and the workshops given by eminent academ-
ics and researchers - not only members of the
Network, but also important theatre practi-
tioners from both Greece and abroad; this
Forum, actually, gives us a wonderful opportu-
nity to trace the academic orientations of
young scholars in classics and theatre studies
and to find out to what extent the summer
course has affected and enriched their
approach to the subject of their study. The
Forum also provides us with the means to map
out research that is currently being undertaken
in the fields of classical and theatre studies
around the world. Last but not least, it is
meant to be the public performance of a
dynamic young generation of academics or
researchers whom we hope will make their
way in universities and research institutions in
the coming future.

There is something more. This Forum is the
continuation and further development of a
common ground of discussion and exchange of
ideas. The dialogue between interlacing disci-
plines linked by an interest in ancient drama
provided the motivation for the foundation of
the Network ten years ago, in 1997. We hope
that the Forum will encourage young scholars
actively to participate in this dialogue, to build
their own communication channels, to broad-
en their fields and encompass new topics and,
finally, to form a group of academics who will
stay part of this Network, convey the armos-
phere of Epidauros to their countries, stir dia-
logue within their academic communities and
inspire the next generation of students.

On behalf of the European Network of
Research and Documentation of Performances
of Ancient Greek Drama and the National and
Kapodistrian University of Athens, we would
like to ensure that both the members of the
Network, coming from 22 European counties
and representing 35 different academic insti-
tutions, and the organising team of the Forum
are open to this dialogue. The publications, the
Newsletter Parodos and the website of the
Network welcome all contributions from mem-
bers. The Network database, which is being
constantly improved by the help of all mem-
bers, is also at their disposal to facilitate their
research.

The Network is part of the Postgraduate
Course of the Department of Theatre Studies
of the University of Athens. One of the aims
of the Network is to represent the Department
on an international level and to establish com-
munication between the University of Athens
with universities abroad via student and pro-
fessor cxchange programmes. The annual
Intensive Course which takes place in
Epidauros is part of a wider plan undertaken
by the Department with the kind support of
the Municipality of Asklepeion; the plan is to
create a Research Centre for the Study of
Ancient Drama and of Performing Arts, in
general, near the archeological site of
Epidauros and its historical theatre. We hope
that this centre will soon be ready to host our
educational and research activities, providing
the necessary technical and material support,
and that next summer's course will be accom-
modated in this new venue.
